So given that, sir, what we were originally
3 instructed to do was just have a French interpreter, and as this is a Charter challenge,
4 these matters are being heard. I’ve -- I’ve spoken to Mr. Levesque before, and I
5 understand he’s expecting some results on June 2nd, 2016, is that correct, sir?
6
7 MR. LEVESQUE: Yes. Now, on consent of the Crown I request
8 that this matter be adjourned to June the 2nd at 9:30 to join the matter of Francois
9 Paquette, who is also challenging the constitutional validity of the regulation, and I should

10 be in a situation to inform then the court of the status in Queen’s Bench about the
11 challenge.

13 THE COMMISSIONER: Okay, good, June 2nd, 9:30, this court. Thank
14 you.
